How to get to Dijon ? 
From Roissy Charles-de-Gaulle airport: 

· You can take a DIRECT train to Dijon from the airport. There are two trains each day, at 11:16 am and 7:42pm. It takes about 2 hours. The return trains leave Dijon at 7:44 am and 5:09 pm. 
· You also can take the RER train from the airport to Paris, Gare de Lyon.  It takes about 40mn to get from the airport to Gare de Lyon. Make sure you buy your ticket BEFORE you board the train.  You will take the train from the airport to station Les Halles. You then transfer (on the same platform) and to one more stop to Gare de Lyon.  Once there, follow the sign for Les Grandes Lignes.  This will lead you to the TGV departure area. You can purchase your ticket for Dijon.  This trip takes about 1 hour and 35 minutes.  Many trains leave for Dijon from Gare de Lyon. More details on trains at www.sncf.fr 

From Paris Orly airport:

· take a shuttle called ‘Orlyval’, which will drive you to a subway station named ‘Antony’, and then take the subway to Paris station Les Halles. You then transfer (not on the same platform) and to one more stop to Gare de Lyon.  Once there, follow the sign for Les Grandes Lignes. Gare de Lyon (it takes about 45 mn to get from the airport to Gare de Lyon). Then take a train to Dijon (it takes about 1 hour and 35 minutes, and there is a train every hour or so; see listing above)

· Or take a taxi to Gare de Lyon (but this can be expensive).
